Go to the Senate Foreign Relations Committee website at 

http://www.senate.gov/~foreign/  

 

Click on the “Membership and More” button located on the left side of SFRC homepage. This will 

take you to a list of members. 

 

Click on the Senator’s name you are role-playing. It will take you to their Congressional website 

where you will find biographical and contact information. 

 

Email the Senator and briefing explain who you are, the role you have in this Council activity and 

ask if he/she can provide you with their position on the topic you are assigned to for the Model 

SFRC Hearings. 

 

REMEMBER:  Often times if the answer you receive isn’t what you are looking for, it generally is 

because of how you asked the question.  Be very specific and clear when writing/asking your 

question(s).

you – time may an issue)

1. Go to the home page for the World Affairs Council of Philadelphia at 

www.wacphila.org  
 
2. Located on the left hand side of the Council’s homepage is the Main Menu.  Click

A drop down list will 
appear under Education. Scroll down to and click on Teacher/Student Center  or 
click on the RED APPLE.
