Sponsors: Republic of Chad

Aware that 200,000 people are living with HIV/AIDS in the Republic of Chad,
Affirming that 4.8% of Chad is infected with HIV/AIDS,
Regretting that 18,000 people already died of HIV/AIDS in Chad,

Taking note that the average Chad civilian is not able to obtain treatment for
HIV/AIDS,

1. Recommends the United Nations provide additional security on the
borders to stop infected immigrants from entering Chad;

2. Suggests that distribution of vaccines be easily accessible to anyone in
need of them;

3. Urges Chad to make HIV/ AIDS testing mandatory;

4. Emphasizes that the member Nations address the need for more mobile
medical clinics and doctors to better serve the people of Chad;

5. Declares that through the efforts of the United Nations and its member
Nations the HIV/AIDS pandemic will be concluded by 2025.
