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Considering that AIDS has killed more than 25 million people since December 

1, 1981, 

 

Keeping in mind that Africa alone had 11 million people die of AIDS, 

 

Observing that along with adults almost 2.3 million children are also affected by 

AIDS, 

 

Expecting the population of people with AIDS to grow over the next few years if 

there are no improvements in research or treatments, 

 

Acknowledging that not enough money is spent on AIDS treatments and 

vaccines, 

 

1. Calls upon countries with GDPs of in excess of a billion dollars to donate 

money annually to areas like Africa for treatments and vaccinations; 

 

2. Recommends that wealthier countries like China, United States, Germany, 

Japan, Saudi Arabia, Russia, and France provide more experts to treat 

people with AIDS; 



 

3. Endorses the idea of having large organizations in all countries raise money 

for AIDS by having fundraisers such as walks; 

 

4. Encourages the countries of United States, Japan, Germany, United 

Kingdom, France, China, Russia, Saudi Arabia, Paraguay, and Italy to each 

donate a million dollars annually to research for new HIV/AIDS treatments 

and vaccinations; 

 

5. Urges member Nations to assist and support medical facilities in training 

more workers to help distribute vaccines and treat AIDS.
