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Deeply concerned with the fact that nearly 5.1 million people globally were 

affected with HIV/AIDS in the year of 2003 alone, 

 

Having considered the link between the lack of education and healthcare in 

many countries around the world and the rapid increase of the number of people 

living with HIV/AIDS worldwide, 

 

Bearing in mind the relationship between the poverty issues in densely 

populated urban areas worldwide and the children and adults living with 

HIV/AIDS in those areas, 

 

Taking into consideration the limited access to medicines with the ability to 

deal with the epidemic in war-torn countries, 

 

Fully alarmed that AIDS has orphaned more than 13 million children 

worldwide, many now living in “child-headed households,” 

 

Observing that most cases of HIV/AIDS take place in developing and 

undeveloped countries, 

 



1. Recommends that those with the least amount of risk of the HIV/AIDS 

epidemic provide healthcare funding for all countries with a high 

HIV/AIDS rate; 

 

2. Encourages countries with a high HIV/AIDS rate to educate their young 

people while in school as to how the epidemic is transmitted and how to 

prevent the spread of AIDS; 

 

3. Further requests that the General Assembly plan to establish, if 

possible, at least one center for orphaned children in every city with a 

population of over one million in each developing country; 

 

4. Draws the attention to a unique approach using non-profit 

organizations, people worldwide can choose to adopt a family threatened 

with HIV/AIDS and supply that family with economic aid; 

 

5. Calls upon any organization dedicated to fighting the HIV/AIDS 

epidemic to increase providing and distributing informational letters to 

all homes in countries with risk for HIV/AIDS stating ways to prevent 

the epidemic.
