Topic:  Basic Education and Gender Inequality 

Sponsor: Liberia  

 

The Economic and Social Council, 

Seeking a plan for the near future in which Liberia will be prosperous again and 

the many displaced citizens and refugees in neighboring countries will have an 

economically and socially stable country to return to, 

Acknowledging that Liberia’s lack of resources which prevents our nation from 

providing basic primary education to all children,     

Recalling the 26
th
 Human Right from the Universal Declaration of Human Rights 

and the Millennium Development Goals where every human whether male or 

female has the right to an education, 

Taking into account that education is strongly correlated with development and 

about 57.7 percent of Liberia’s population is literate and within that sum only 41 

percent are women, 

Appreciating the reports given by UNMIL stating that its troops are working hard 

to provide security and prevent crime by taking the initiative to extend programs 

to ex-combats, strengthen the criminal justice system, and to help former child 

soldiers go through an education system and reintegration, 

Further emphasizing, now that the sanctions are over, the need for Liberia to get 

away from its past of diamond and timber exportation through achievable 

expectations in trade while teaching Liberians, male and female, that education 

leads to the success of the Millennium Development Goals: 
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1. Calls upon the international community and NGOs like United States Agency 

for International Development (USAID), United Nations Education Initiative 

(UNGEI) and United Nations International Research and Training Institute for 

the Advancement of Women; 

2. Suggests that these organizations help gain a poverty reduction strategy by 
getting more women in the workforce through public services to educate 

themselves and others; 

3. Requests from the international community its full support in any shape or 

form that could lead to profit; 

4. Urges the international community to help find different strategies to fulfill a 

Liberian motto, “The love of liberty brought us here,” where every child, boy 

or girl, will have the same opportunities in Liberia through education.
