The UNFCCC,

Alarmed by the high concentration of human-made greenhouse gases; i.e., carbon
dioxide, methane, and nitrous oxide caused by fossil fuel combustion, intensive
agriculture, and human population growth,

Fully aware of the probable negative effects of human-made greenhouse gases including,
but not exclusive to, changes in weather, sea levels, and land-use patterns,

Recalling the emission limits defined in Annex B of the Kyoto Protocol for each
participating country:

1. Suggests the establishment of an all-inclusive “carbon credit” program involving the
capping and trading of greenhouse gas credits among companies;

2. Calls upon each individual country to set a credit limit for their various companies
and to regularly monitor trading and overall emissions with the ultimate objective to
decrease emissions by the percentage outlined for that country in the Kyoto Protocol
by 2012;

3. Encourages Member States to restrict trading to a certain point above the established
limit and within the legal borders of that country as to prevent larger companies from
buying credits excessively;

4. Supports the introduction of a discipline system for uncooperative companies and
countries involving suspension and/or fines for going over the defined limits;
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5. Further suggests that the guidelines and limits for each country be established and
enforced no later than May of 2009.
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
