Topic:  Harmful Emissions 

Sponsor: Kingdom of Sweden 

 

The UNFCCC, 

Noting with deep concern that the temperature of the Earth has warmed about 1°F 

over the past 100 years and that the harmful emission from automobiles is the 

number one cause of this climate change,  

 

Fully alarmed that nearly all the countries, primarily Western Europe, Canada and 

Japan, that pledged to reduce emissions under the Kyoto Protocol, now have 

higher emissions today then when the treaty was signed,  

 

Deeply disturbed that harmful emissions from commercialized farming are 

particularly high due to lack of attention and legislation,  

 

Concerned that harmful carbon-dioxide emissions are increasing at a significantly 

higher rate in emerging economies such as China and India,  

 

Noting with regret that many countries, including some economic giants, are not 

taking the responsibility for harmful greenhouse gas emissions and are not willing 

to enact any changes,  

 

Noting with approval that the Economic and Social Council of the United Nations 

is dedicated to significantly reducing harmful emissions and is working with the 

Committee of Sustainable Energy to develop a plan for enacting change,  

 

Reaffirming that the General Assembly is dedicated to the reduction of harmful 

emissions as mentioned in Resolution A/RES/45/212 dated December 1990, 

entitled “Protection of Global Climate for Present and Future Generations of 

Mankind”: 
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1. Congratulates the countries and governments that have both invested time and 

resources toward the reduction of harmful emissions and encouraged eco-

friendly alternatives;  

 

2. Condemns the countries and governments that have high levels of harmful 

greenhouse gas emissions, carbon dioxide emissions, commercialized farming 

emissions and other types of harmful emissions; 

  

3. Urges the international community to band together in conjunction with 

international organizations and the United Nations, and develop initiatives that 

will lead to the significant decrease in harmful emissions by the end of the 

year 2010;   

 

4. Calls upon counties to encourage their citizens to drive ten miles less per 

week by walking, biking, carpooling or taking mass transit and to look for fuel 

efficient, ecological-friendly vehicles; 

 

5. Encourages the nations of the world to stand up and make a difference by 

creating a plan by January 1, 2010, and enacting legislation that will reduce 

harmful emissions and punish those countries who do not put programs in 

place that are focused on energy conservation, emission reduction and 

environmental protection; 

 

6. Supports legislation that encourages carbon trading or imposes a carbon tax 

on emissions of carbon dioxide and other greenhouse gases given that these 

programs have been found to decrease harmful emission levels;  

 

7. Commends countries like Sweden, whose citizens are conscientiously looking 

for ways to reduce harmful emissions by buying ecological-friendly cars with 

low greenhouse gas emissions or working on alternative energy sources; 

 

8. Recommends the establishment of the Eco Green Committee, which will work 

with the United Nations Economic and Social Council to research and develop 

ways to reduce harmful emissions from carbon dioxide and other greenhouse 

gases while specifically focusing on harmful emissions from commercialized 

farming.
