The Organization of American States,

Welcoming the wide use of natural gas as a cleaner, safer and more efficient
energy source,

Realizing that the demand for natural gas is ever increasing and that gas
production does not meet the current demand,

Believing that natural gas can facilitate economic growth better than either coal or
petroleum,

Endorsing the benefits of a more open natural gas market throughout Latin
America,

Desiring to explore a fuel source that will cause less damage to the natural
environment,

Concerned that the problems in the natural gas sector may cause regional
instability in Latin America,

Grieved by the seizure of reserved land and the destruction of valuable natural
resources and environments in efforts to construct pipelines,

Conscious that natural gas pipelines are not economically sustainable,
Confident in the possibility of providing access to natural gas to all communities:

1. Requests that the nations of Latin America open their natural gas markets to
foreign suppliers;
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Calls upon Latin American states to allow pipeline access to foreign suppliers;

Recommends that companies using natural gas pipelines provide for their
maintenance;

Encourages the use of liquefied natural gas to make transportation of natural
gas safer and more efficient;

Reminds the nations of Latin America that greater access to natural gas can
provide greater economic growth and development.
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
