Topic:  Health-Related Millennium Goals

The Economic and Social Council, 

Taking into account that Mali is one of the ten poorest countries in the world, 

Noting with approval the steps taken by aid agencies in achieving these health-

related Millennium Development Goals, 

 

Alarmed by the health conditions of women and children and the prevalence of 

HIV/AIDS, tuberculosis and malaria among citizens, 

 

Hoping to increase the standard of the health system without overlooking children 

and women, 

 

Stressing the participation and cooperation of all United Nations agencies to meet 

each health target by the 2015 deadline: 

 

1. Invites all agencies to reevaluate and strengthen commitments to social and 

health development plans; 

2. Recommends that all aid agencies should help develop entire health systems 

for countries, thus enabling countries to build local services and increase the 

number of health professionals and available medicine; 

3. Urges all nations to sign up with the Paris Declaration on Aid Effectiveness 

(2005) and the International Partnership Global Compact to have a chance of 

reaching the health MDGs;   
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4. Encourages more international collaboration towards improving the quality of 

maternal health care like the international workshop “women-friendly health 

services” from a WHO/UNICEF/UNFPA workshop sponsored by the 

Government of Mexico in 1999; 

5. Emphasizes that all agencies remember long-term efforts among the 

household, community and national legislation.
