The General Assembly,

Recalling the various agreements stated in the General Assembly’s High Level
Dialogue on International Migration and Development of September 2006 and
restated in the General Assembly’s Resolution 61-298 of 20 December 2006,

Reaffirming the various concerns regarding international migration’s effect on
children, Third World Development, gender inequality, and a regard for human
rights,

Recalling the International Convention on the Protection of the Rights of All
Migrant Workers and Their Families,

Acknowledging the significant contributions migrant workers make to the
receiving country’s economy and international development,

Noting the International Organization of Migration’s significant efforts in global
discussions on various migration issues and policies,

Recognizing the approximate 30-40 million unauthorized migrants with an annual
increase of 500,000 more migrants in the United States alone:

1. Calls upon the countries in the United Nations to make a substantial effort in
the authorization of migrants;

2. Requests significant aid to source countries of migration, relieving nations of
the political and financial turmoil that encouraged them to emigrate;
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3. Emphasizes the need to educate and increase the appreciation of diversity in
receiving nations and work to end xenophobia;

4. Invites all nations to work together in encouraging the rebuilding of broken
nations with civil unrest yet still recognize the global need for successful
means of migration and the spread of culture and new ideas.
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
