Topic: Renewable Energy

The General Assembly,

that Clause 4 of the Millennium Development Goals Declaration
identifies renewable energy as one of the most vital steps for environmental
sustainability,

that the production of energy through traditional sources such as
burning natural gas has the unfortunate byproduct of emitting carbon dioxide and
other greenhouse gases into the atmosphere, thus accelerating the pace of climate
change,

that existing nonrenewable energy sources, especially petroleum, will
eventually run out,

that in today’s increasingly volatile global markets, energy is
inexorably tied to a nation’s security and economic well-being,

that “renewable energy,” hydroelectric energy, biomass energy, solar
energy, wind energy, geothermal energy and oceanic energy, are theoretically
unlimited sources,

that no international agency identifies wholeheartedly with the issue
of global sustainable energy,

that members of the Organization for Economic Co-Operation and
Development attain merely 5.9 percent of their energy from renewable sources
and lesser developed countries attain 20 percent,
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that more research and development is needed to help promote

renewable energy and its efficiency:

Endorses further research into finding more efficient technology in the
different renewable energy sources;

Requests the formation of an international agency to coordinate international
efforts in renewable energy, with particular attention to the following goals:

a. Develop an international overarching framework for the promotion of
renewable energy;

b. Create information and research sharing networks on an international
level;

c. Explore steps for making renewable energy markets more competitive
through actions, such as investments, taxation and subsidies in the energy
industries;

Recommends that a coalition of both developed and lesser developed
countries work together;

Urges all nations to decrease usage of fossil fuels and replace with the use of
renewable energy;

Suggests that all nations increase installation of proper harnessing
mechanisms for solar power as it has by far the most energy-providing
potential.
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
