The General Assembly,
the need for compromise between and accordance among nations,
of the necessity for broad political support,

transparency, flexibility, and accountability for the Security Council in
order to respond to pressing modern-day issues,

the need for efficiency in the Security Council,
the obligation to promote unity among member states:

1. Calls upon member states of the Security Council to support expansionary
measures of reform;

2. Authorizes the expansion of the Security Council with:

a. The augmentation of permanent members by six nations;
b. The augmentation of non-permanent members by four nations;

3. Invites increased representation on the Security Council from nations
including but not limited to Brazil, Germany, India, Japan and Egypt;

4. Suggests the analysis of a county’s political and economic stability before its
eligibility for the Security Council;
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5. Asserts the formalization of certain United Nations procedures such as:

a. Publishing an advanced agenda of future meetings;
b. Providing proper policy for meeting the Security Council President;

6. Urges the perpetuation and improvement of Security Council efficiency;

7. Decides to remain seized of the matter.
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
