The General Assembly,  

 

Realizing that one million girls between seven and thirteen years old in Afghanistan are not in school, 

which is a problem around the world, 

 

Alarmed by the fact that only 48% of schools in Afghanistan have adequate water and sanitation 

facilities, a problem in other countries in need of fresh water for not only schools, but also for their 

homes, 

 

Noting with regret that, in the past two years, 2,450 terrorist attacks have occurred in schools, and 

that 235 schoolchildren, teachers, and other education workers have been killed, two hundred thirty-

two have been wounded, and that this is a problem in many other countries like Rwanda, where 

AIDS is also killing teachers and education workers, 

 

Viewing with appreciation that 4.2 million students returned to schools between 2002 and 2004, a 

statistic that has been seen in countries similar to Afghanistan in recent years, 

 

Recognizing that girls’ enrollment in Afghanistan has leaped from three percent to thirty-five percent 

since the fall of the Taliban, which can serve as an example to other countries where girls are not 

allowed in schools because it shows that girls can succeed in school: 

 

1. Urges that the United Nations calls upon wealthy countries like the United States, Russia, 

and France to help in the building of over 2,000 schools in the poorest countries of the world, 

like Afghanistan, Rwanda, and the Congo, so that girls will have more schools to attend; 

 

2. Further requests the United Nations helps to construct double the amount of fresh water 

facilities than what are currently near schools in the poorest countries of the world; 

 

3. Expresses its hope that the Security Council will pass a vote to send peacekeepers into 

countries with many terrorist attacks on their schools so that the amount of terrorist attacks 

on countries lowers by 50 %; 

 

4. Encourages that other countries with many children do everything possible to safely allow 

tens of millions of children to return to school; 
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5. Recommends that the parents of daughters limit their housework to 3-5 hours per day, and 

allow them to get an education for that same amount of hours per day.
