Universal Access to Education

Commonwealth of Australia, State of Israel, Federal Republic of Nigeria, Kingdom of
Morocco

The General Assembly,

Realizing that only 68% of the Federal Republic of Nigeria is literate,

Taking into account that Nigeria needs more teachers to educate the children of the country,

Deeply disturbed by the 47.5% literacy rate in the Republic of Chad,

Grieved by the fact that the Republic of Yemen’s literacy rate is 71% for males and 30% for females,

Aware that the State of Israel has produced four Nobel Prize-winning scientists and they have a surplus
of teachers,

Acknowledging that the Commonwealth of Australia has a high literacy rate of 99%,

Aware that many countries such as Norway, Finland, Greenland, Luxembourg, Georgia, and
Liechtenstein have a 100% literacy rate and may be willing to help,

1. Recommends the State of Israel along with the Commonwealth of Australia set up organizations in
Western Yemen, the Kingdom of Morocco, the Republic of Chad, and the Federal Republic of
Nigeria to train citizens of these countries to be teachers;

2. Suggests that member nations with a literacy rate of 99% or higher make it their responsibility to
construct 200 schools and provide 2,000 teachers to the Republic of Yemen, the Republic of Chad,
and the Kingdom of Morocco;

3. Urges the Commonwealth of Australia, the State of Israel and other countries with a high literacy
rate to send money, teachers, and computers to nations with a low literacy rate;

4. Encourages the UN to be vigilant in ensuring gender equality in educational institutions throughout
the world;
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5. Expresses the belief that all genders and countries could one day have access to education.
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
