Topic: Universal Access to Education

Sponsor: Haiti
The General Assembly,

Noting with deep concern that, currently, over 6 billion people live on our planet with more than
2 billion of these people living in absolute poverty with little or no access to education,
healthcare, clean water or basic sanitation,

Deeply concerned that more than 70% of the 125 million children who don’t have a school to
attend are girls,

Aware that in 2/3 of the world’s countries, there is not equality between boys and girls in access
to primary and secondary education,

Taking into consideration that approximately 500,000 children aged 6-11, do not attend school
of any kind, and only about half of all six year-olds enroll in first grade:

1. Encourages the United Nations to spend at least 1.5% more on access of education in
countries whose citizens live in poverty — like Haiti, the poorest country in the Western
Hemisphere;

2. Reminds the United Nations of our responsibility to defend human rights, allowing females
to receive an equal education;

3. Proclaiming that if a country such as the United States or another permanent member of the
UN were to speak out in favor of equality for boys and girls getting an education, positive
effects are bound to be seen throughout the world;

4. Recommends the presence of more UN peacekeepers in troubled countries to allow for safer
schools for children;

5. Urges wealthier nations to take an interest in and to help rebuilding and providing schools in
the poorest of the African nations.
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
