New Challenges in U.N. Peacekeeping

France
The General Assembly,

Recalling that joint maneuvers and peacekeeping training through the Reinforcement of African
Peacekeeping Capacities (RECAMP) training program and its Peacekeeping School (EMP) in
Mali, conducted by France, has trained over 800 African officers in an attempt to support the
African Standing Force, a 20,000 strong rapid-response peacekeeping force be ready in 2012,

Keeping in mind that nearly half of the 12,000 French troops engaged in peacekeeping operations
around the world are deployed in both advisory and military capacities in Africa,

Taking note that 1,200 French troops are fielded in Chad to protect French nationals, in order to
provide intelligent and logistical support to Chadian forces,

Having considered that, despite Kofi Annan’s recommendation to follow the French Draft
Revolution which will send 6,240 troops to the Ivory Coast, Annan stated that France would still
be needed to provide a rapid reaction force,

Expressing its appreciation for France which has 5,000 servicemen who are set aside for
France’s support and contribution to peacekeeping components:

1. Requests that French troops help African officers to promote peace before 2012 by aiding in
the construction of more police offices and schools and encouraging the sharing of
knowledge about their criminal justice system;

2. Confirms the importance of peacekeeping troops in the country and the need to create
peacekeeping laws and programs to help establish better and more advanced growth;

3. Further recommends that these French troops help stop the violence and promote peace by
controlling the actions of the African troops;

4. Draws attention to the fact that these servicemen can and will assure that Africa will be
prepared for upcoming battles and will guarantee a better environment of safety for
themselves and their country.
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
