The General Assembly, 

Alarmed by the fact that 2,444 UN peacekeepers have been killed since the initiation of these 

missions, 

 

Deeply disturbed that 29% of those fatalities were due to malicious acts, 

 

Noting with approval that, in February 2008, member states had contributed approximately 

90,690 troops and police, 

 

Recognizing that there are more than 104,000 peacekeepers on 20 operations on four continents, 

impacting the lives of millions of people, representing an increase of sevenfold since 1999:  

 

1. Encourages the continued financial support of members like the United States, Japan, 
Germany, the United Kingdom, France, Italy, China, Canada, Spain and the Republic of 

Korea; 

 

2. Calls upon member states to use their military to train the peacekeepers in self-defense; 
 

3. Emphasizes the need for additional troops in Kosovo, Sudan, Afghanistan, Haiti, and 
Lebanon; 

 

4. Stresses the need to send peacekeepers of the same ethnicity as the country they are aiding, 
so as to prevent purposeful targeting by insurgents.
