Topic: New Challenges in U.N. Peacekeeping 

Sponsor:  Sri Lanka 

The General Assembly, 

Noting with deep concern that major hostilities have resumed between the Liberation Tigers of Tamil 

Eelam and the Sri Lankan government beginning in July 2006, 

 

Alarmed that this violence violates a peace treaty attempting to resolve the conflict signed by both 

sides in 2006, 

 

Observing that over 1,100 new cases of government kidnapping and abductions were reported 

between January and July 2007, 

 

Deeply concerned that 315,000 Tamils and Muslims have been forced to flee their homes due to 

fighting since August 2006, 

 

Noting with regret that the government has used emergency regulations to prosecute political 

opponents and reporters,  

 

Keeping in mind that other Tamil resistance groups have attempted recruiting children as soldiers at 

least 145 times, as reported by UNICEF, 

 

Further recalling that the tsunami of December 2004 caused 30,196 deaths and innumerable damage 

to property, further weakening Sri Lanka’s situation, 

 

Having studied Brad Adams’, Asian Director of the Human Rights Watch, request for a human rights 

monitoring mission in Sri Lanka: 

 

1. Draws attention to the deplorable human rights conditions and violence in Sri Lanka; 

 

2. Requests that the General Assembly sends a peacekeeping force into Sri Lanka to enforce and 

resolve the earlier ceasefire; 

 

3. Encourages the General Assembly to set aside a fund for acquiring peacekeeping forces and 

general air for Sri Lanka; 
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4. Further recommends that other countries give their financial aid to this fund, rather than directly 

to the irresponsible government; 

 

5. Emphasizes that other nations should remain neutral in the conflict, supporting neither the 

corrupt government, not the Tamil rebels.
