The General Assembly, 

Considering that 80 million children are denied access to education, 

 

Contemplating the fact that one out of every three children living on the Ivory Coast never sees 

the inside of a classroom, 

 

Bearing in mind that roughly 1.3 trillion dollars are spent worldwide on military expenditures, 

 

Acknowledging that the literacy rate for the world is only 82%, 

 

Understanding that there are twelve countries with a literacy rate under 30% (Burkina Faso, 

Nepal, Sierra Leone, Benin, Somalia, Malawi, Namibia, Sudan, Gambia, Niger, Afghanistan, and 

Chad): 

 

1. Encourages the European Union to fund a collaborative volunteer program to build schools 

in developing countries; 

 

2. Suggests the Group of 8 (G8) (Canada, France, Germany, Italy, Japan, Russia, the United 

Kingdom, and the United States) contribute teachers to the Outreach 5 (O5) countries (Brazil, 

China, India, Mexico and South Africa); 

 

3. Urges the countries with the top five military expenditures (United States, United Kingdom, 

France, China, and Japan) to contribute 1% of their military budgets to countries with little or 

no access to education in order to build schools and provide the necessary resources for
