The General Assembly,

Noting with deep concern the 90 million children are living without access to education
throughout the world,

Fully alarmed by the 15 million children who die of hunger every year because their parents are
unemployed due to lack of education,

Considering the expenses of education,

Seeking better quality education for children and young adults throughout the world, especially
in developing countries,

Emphasizing the need for free elementary and secondary education to accommodate low income
citizens,

Emphasizing the need for education to be mandatory from kindergarten to g grade,
Noting with deep concern the high cost for college education,
Seeking affordable college education:

1. Calls upon member states to increase economic aid by at least 10% to countries with poor
education standards;

2. Invites the World Bank and the International Monetary Fund to work on this problem;

3. Encourages the use of non-governmental organizations like USAID and International
Council for Open and Distance Education to help solve this problem;

4. Further invites Member States to donate a minimum of $5 million to countries with poor
education standards.
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
