The General Assembly,

Taking into consideration that ninety million children around the world do not have the
opportunity to attend primary school,

Concerned by the fact that parents are reluctant to send their daughters to school, considering it
an unsafe place for learning because of the scarcity of female teachers, the lack of bathroom
facilities, and the tolerance of sexual harassment,

Keeping in mind that the common barriers like school fees, child labor, health crises,
discrimination, and conflict prevent children from going to school,

Recognizing that the children of today are the adults of our future and need to be educated
immediately in order to maintain and advance society,

1. Calls upon wealthy countries to forgive debt and increase their contributions from 2 billion
dollars per year to 14 billion dollars per year so that all children worldwide may attend
primary school by the year 2015;

2. Encourages developing countries to eliminate school fees, to build schools, to hire additional
teachers, and to encourage the communities and families to invest in the education of girls,
providing female-friendly schools that are safe and nonbiased;

Recommends that families in poor countries encourage equally their sons and daughters to
attend school based on the fact that the education of both men and women are equally
important to the future of a fruitful society.
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
