Topic:  New Challenges in U.N. Peacekeeping

The General Assembly, 

Noting with grave concern the massive increase of health issues in Afghanistan including the 
spread of TB and Malaria, 
 
Deeply disturbed by the growing drug industry in Afghanistan and its narcotics trafficking into 
neighboring countries, 
 
Fully aware of the number of war lords and militias still controlling parts of Afghanistan, 
 
Emphasizing that Afghanistan has trouble finding a positive governmental influence due to lack 
of communication:  
 
1. Calls upon the G8 to provide $2 billion in medical supplies and assist in the building of 

adequate medical schools and hospitals in Afghanistan; 
 

2. Recommends that the UN send 300 peacekeeping troops to train the Afghan police force;  
 
3. Encourages the Afghan government to dramatically cut back on their amount of opium 

poppy plantations; 
 

4. Urges each country of the G8 to aid democratically controlled parts of Afghanistan with 2 
billon dollars in order to strengthen and spread democracy throughout the rest of the country; 
 

5. Further invites the democratic nations bordering and near Afghanistan to build relations and 
means of communication (telephones and roads) in democratic areas in Afghanistan.
