The General Assembly, 

Taking into account the fighting going on throughout the world, especially in the Middle East 
and Africa, 
 
Deeply concerned with the effect conflict has had on people living in war zones, 
 
Recognizing the 90,232 uniformed personnel and 109,395 total personnel working towards 
peace, 
 
Noting with approval the 118 Member States currently contributing uniformed personnel,  
 
Bearing in mind that 2,444 UN personnel have died in peacekeeping operations since 1948, 
 
Keeping in mind the high expense of war and the effect it has on local economies, 
 
Welcoming the 6.8 billion dollars approved for July 1, 2007 to June 30, 2008,  
 
Seeking help from the UN to solve these problems: 
 
1. Calls upon Member States to increase economic aid to peacekeeping efforts by at least 10%;  

 
2. Invites the World Bank and the International Monetary Fund to work on this problem; 

 
3. Encourages the use of non-governmental organizations like The Peace Corps, the Partnership 

for Effective Peacekeeping, and World Federation of United Nations Association in solving 
this problem; 
 

4. Further invites Member States to donate a minimum of $5 million to peacekeeping 
operations in one of the twenty countries currently receiving peacekeeping aid.
