Topic:  New Challenges in U.N. Peacekeeping 

Sponsor:  Zimbabwe  

The General Assembly, 

Noting that there has been much difficulty in finding qualified personnel for peacekeeping 
operations around the world, 
 
Alarmed by the fact that 1,648 peacekeepers were lost either from death or acts of harmfulness 
while serving in worldwide peacekeeping operations from its beginning to July 14, 2000,   
 
Fully aware that 35,469 UN peacekeepers are all currently serving on 14 different missions as of 
June 15, 2000,  
 
Aware that the UN peacekeeping budget is currently $2.2 billion,  
 
Deeply concerned that the United Nations peacekeeping force in Mozambique in 1992 was 
supported by poor organization and funding:  
 
1. Calls upon the 96 wealthier Member States to contribute a minimum of 500 peacekeepers 

each to send to future peacekeeping missions;  
 

2. Requests that any Member State who receives UN peacekeepers ensure that they are treated 
with respect and patience and that Member States do not elicit violence with the 
peacekeepers;  

 

3. Proclaims that more peacekeeping missions should be organized immediately and that 
peacekeepers are supplied with sufficient materials and training;   
 

4. Urges all wealthy Member States to contribute 0.5% of their military budget to future UN 
peacekeeping missions; 
 

5. Encourages all peacekeeping missions to be ranked based on the urgency of the needed 
peacekeepers.
