The General Assembly 

 

Commending the United Nations for creating the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change 

(IPCC) in 1988, 

 

Shocked by the IPCC’s findings that the current concentration of carbon dioxide and other 

greenhouse gases in Earth’s atmosphere has exceeded the levels of the last 420,000 years, 

 

Draws attention to the IPCC’s findings that global warming is caused almost entirely by human 

activity, 

 

Noting with great regret that recent IPCC reports reflect a rise in global temperatures of 2 

degrees Fahrenheit in the next 50 years - a rise that is completely unprecedented and extremely 

drastic,  

 

Deeply concerned that according to recent National Aeronautics and Space Administration of 

the United States (NASA) data, Greenland is losing 53 cubic miles of ice each year, 

 

Alarmed that in 2002, Antarctica’s Larsen B ice shelf, measuring about 1,255 square miles, 

broke off and disappeared in 35 days, 

 

Shocked that all over Peru, Colombia’s neighboring country, the average temperatures have 

risen 3.5 degrees Fahrenheit in the last 40 years, 

 

Appalled that the United States and Australia have refused to ratify the Kyoto Protocol and that 

other nations that agreed to agreed to sign still have not, 

 

Expressing condemnation at Exxon Mobil, the world’s leading oil company, for being 

responsible for the contribution of 5% of carbon dioxide emissions into the atmosphere 

worldwide for the past 100 years, 

 



1. Encourages the IPCC to conduct more research and suggest ways to decrease the 

emissions of greenhouse gases in to the atmosphere; 

 

2. Urges the United States and Australia to affirm the ratification of the Kyoto Protocol by 

signing it;  

 

3. Requests other nations who have yet to ratify the Protocol to do so as quickly as 

possible; 

 

4. Further suggests that the Kyoto Protocol be amended so as to create an even greater 

impact on the effort to decrease the negative aspects of human activity on global 

warming; 

 

5. Calls upon the nations of the world to consider economic sanctions - or even a ban - 

against companies, such as Exxon Mobil, that continue to contribute more than 2.5% of 

the world’s carbon dioxide emissions until they find alternate cleaner power sources.
