Deeply concerned that sea levels are expected to rise 15-95 centimeters by the year 2100,  

 

Fully alarmed that if ocean levels continue to rise at that rate, whole island states and 

countries and coastal cities below sea level would be submerged,  

 

Having devoted attention to the fact that climate change contributes to droughts and may 

disable productive farming,  

 

Noting with regret that the progress of developing countries economic systems may be 

negatively affected because of the effects of climate change, 

 

Fully aware that some of the effects of climate change are irreversible and will most 

heavily burden developing nations, 

 

 

1. Calls Upon the seven wealthiest UN nations to increase investments into 

building infrastructure that protect flood prone areas in developing 

countries; 

 

2. Requests that the World Bank donate 200 million dollars to small island 

nations to elevate homes and other structures threatened by flooding;  

 

3. Expresses its hope that developed member nations create partnerships 

with developing member nations to create stronger economic stability in 

the wake of the effects those countries will experience due to climate 

change.
