The General Assembly  

 

Fully alarmed by the threat of global warming to the entire world, 

 

Noting with deep concern the affects of global warming on the environment, 

 

Deeply disturbed at the grave social, political, and economic implications of an global 

catastrophe, 

 

Horrified that the rise in ocean levels is estimated by National Aeronautics & Space 

Administration (NASA) to be over 55 inches by the year 2100, 

 

Recognizing that this tragedy can still be avoided through international cooperation, 

 

Convinced that fossil fuels are a great contributor to global warming, 

 

1. Recommends that all countries cut back on their use of and production of 

fossil fuels as they are major green house gases; 

 

2. Calls upon major producers of green house gas to cut back on their use of 

fossil fuels by 15% by the year 2035; 

 

3. Urges developing countries to redirect there energy production from fossil 

fuels to alternative energy by 2030; 

 

4. Encourages the developed countries to share their knowledge of alternative 

energy with developing countries; 

 



5. Bearing in mind the world wide threat global warming represents calls for a 

formation of a special international committee to oversee this resolution being 

carried out; 

 

6. Further encourages all countries to report their use of fossil fuels to the 

international committee on global warming to better analyze the problem;   

 

7. Requests that sanctions be imposed against countries that refuse to comply 

with this resolution.
