The General Assembly

that according to National Oceanic & Atmospheric Administration (NOAA), the amount of greenhouse
gases in the atmosphere has increased by about 32% since the Industrial Revolution, which started in the 1700’s,

the findings of the NOAA that states sea levels have been rising by between 1 and 2 millimeters
every year, which is much larger than the average rate of the sea level’s rising averaged over the last several
thousand years.

that deforestation increases the amount of carbon dioxide in the atmosphere because trees take in
carbon dioxide, so burning trees adds carbon dioxide, and fewer trees can’t take in the carbon dioxide that is
released,

that half of the 25% increase of carbon dioxide in the atmosphere since the Industrial Revolution has
occurred in the last 30 years, and that the amount of carbon dioxide in the atmosphere is expected to double from its
current level over the next few decades,

that even though there are many alternative power sources, such as nuclear, solar, wind, and water
power, burning fossil fuels supplies 87% of the world’s energy,

1. all member nations to replace 5% of the power each nation gets from releasing carbon
dioxide each year with power generated from alternative power sources;

2. that all member nations make and enforce a law that will reduce deforestation by requiring
three new trees to be planted for every tree that is cut down;

3. that all member nations pass laws that grant incentives to all citizens who buy and use cars
powered by alternative fuels, such as electricity, and grant incentives to cities that encourage public
transportation rather than the use of individual cars;

4. that all member nations pass laws that grant incentives to all citizens who power their
homes with alternative power sources;

5. that all member nations require companies that use the burning of fossil fuels to
generate power to pay increased taxes, and that the member nations use the resulting tax money to invest in
alternate fuel sources.
