The General Assembly  

Alarmed by the prediction that by the year 2100, the sea level will have risen by 5-23 

inches, 

 

Believing that by 2050 global warming will send more than a million plants and animals 

to extinction, 

 

Recalling the 2004 disasters caused by Global Warming in the Philippines that killed 200 

people, 

 

Recognizing that by the year 2030, 2000 of Indonesia’s 18000 islands might be destroyed 

by flooding, 

 

1.  Recommends reducing, worldwide, the amount of fuel being used by 15% by 

the year 2015; 

 

2.  Calls upon the United States, India, and China to sign the Kyoto Protocol by 

the year 2009; 

 

3.  Urge all countries that signed the Kyoto Protocol to mandate a change to 

fluorescent light bulbs in their respective countries; 

 

4.  Requests the top 10 largest countries in the United Nations to cut the amount of 

carbon dioxide released into the atmosphere by 15% by the year 2014.
