Topic:  Global Warming

To the General Assembly  

Deeply disturbed by results of the recent study completed by the Intergovernmental 

Panel on Climate change (IPCC) which predicts a sea level rise by 5-23 inches by 2100, 

Fully aware that the global mean surface temperatures have increased by 0.6-1.2 degrees 

F, 

Taking into consideration that the 20
th

 century’s 10 warmest years all occurred within 

the past 15 years, 

Alarmed by climate models completed by the World Wildlife Fund (WWF) that suggest a 

doubling of greenhouse gas concentrations will lead to a 30% reduction in the tundra 

available to artic species, 

Emphasizing that 30 new infectious diseases have emerged within the past 20 years due 

to the many effects of global warming, 

Fully alarmed by a report concluded by the Artic Climate impact Assessment (ACIA) 

which projects that at least half of the Arctic’s summer sea ice will melt by the century’s 

end which will cause a sea level rise of 4 to 35 inches, 

Bearing in mind that carbon emission have quadrupled during the past half century, 

Noting further that National Geographic News suggests that global warming could cause 

more frequent, extreme weather conditions such as intense hurricanes and storm surges 

which could threaten coast communities,  

 



1. Recommends that the UN members provide incentives to large industrialized 

companies and businesses within their countries who use alternative and 

renewable energy sources and to encourage the development and utilization of 

energy efficient automobiles; 

 

2. Urges nations to reduce carbon emissions of 3 major gases- carbon dioxide, 

methane and nitrous oxide by the year 2010 and to provide detailed reports of 

methods they intend to utilize; 

 

3. Calls upon nations of the world who participated in the Kyoto Protocol to 

reconvene in an effort to strengthen the document and to build on what was 

already established; 

 

4. Further recommends nations to promote knowledge of the causes of global 

warming and viable methods to curtail the impacts. .
