Realizing every 2-7 years the warming of the water in the East Pacific is much more wide 
spread, 
 
Fully alarmed in 1982-3 a major event occurred when northern Peru received about 340 
times the average rainfall figure and suffered considerable flooding as did part of the 
western U.S. Eastern Australia endured one of its worst ever droughts resulting in a $2 
billion loss in agriculture production, 
 
Having devoted attention the emission of greenhouse gases from industries in the 
northern hemisphere contributes to increasing the Greenhouse Effect which has 
implication for the entire planet, 

 

Guided by the effects of El Nino, global warming can cause greater problems for the 
world, 
 
Recognizing we do not know how climate change may affect El Nino if it becomes more 
intense or more frequent, 
 
 

1. Calls for the global-wide banning of the production of CFC gases that would 
help to slow the rates of ozone depletion and global warming; 

 
2. Congratulates manufacturers who, in the past 2 decades, raised energy-

efficiency standards and production of household appliances thus keeping 52 
million tons of heat trapping gases out of the air; 

 
3. Encourages countries to continue to pursue developing and using alternate 

forms of energy; 
 



 
4. Emphasizes the importance role of having and increasing the use of public 

transportation;  
 

5.  Recommends that governments further expand their responsibility to educate 
both the public and industries about greenhouse gases, climate changes, and 
global warming in general.
