Topic:  Global Warming

To the General Assembly  

Deeply concerned that plants and animals are now being found closer to the poles due to 

the dramatic retreat of the Arctic sea and the disappearance of mountain glaciers around 

the globe, 

Emphasizing recent United Nations reports that out of the last fifteen years, ten of those 

years were the warmest in the 20
th

 century, 

Extremely concerned that greater than 90 percent of people since the mid 20
th

 century 

are helping to increase the global rise in temperature, 

Recalling that the amount of Arctic Sea ice shrank by 14,400 square miles per year from 

1978 to 1998, a 6 percent reduction overall, 

Aware that the average global sea level has risen 4 to 8 inches (10 to 20cm) over the past 

century according to the United Nations’ Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change 

(IPCC), 

1. Calls for the establishment of  a multinational task force to determine the 

ability to have wind farms in coastal areas; 

 

2. Calls upon the countries in the United Nations to switch to renewable and 

clean sources of energy such as solar, wind, and hydro-electric power; 

 

3. Urges that the 5 most developed countries in the United Nations to invest in 

creating a center that would research more efficient burning of fossil fuels; 

 

4. Encourages nations to increase their usage of renewable energy such as wind 

or solar energy; 

 



5. Further recommends efforts to decrease deforestation rates to help reduce the 

amount of carbon dioxide in the atmosphere.
