The General Assembly  

Deeply concerned that 10 of the past 15 years have been the hottest years in history – in 2006, 

temperatures were 2.2 ◦F warmer than the average temperature during the 20
th

 Century, 

Believing that by the year 2080 it is estimated that nearly 200 million people worldwide could be 

displaced in areas of Africa, South America, and China due to dry river conditions and crop 

failure,  

Alarmed by the fact that by 2050, 37% of plant and animal species worldwide could be made 

extinct as a result of changing climates and temperatures,  

Fully aware that 75% of Green House gases are caused by emissions from factories, cars, and 

other sources in developed nations,   

Deeply disturbed that the United States and Australia have not ratified the Kyoto Protocol,  

Viewing with appreciation nations who have ratified the Kyoto Protocol and who are working 

towards lowering emissions of harmful gasses into the atmosphere,  

1. Urges strongly that the United States and Australia ratify and implement policies set 

forth in Kyoto Protocol of December 1997, which encourages nations to reduce 

harmful greenhouse gas emissions;   

2. Requests that all signatories of the Kyoto Protocol attempt to cut down greenhouse 

gas emissions by another 2% by 2020;   

3. Recommends that all non-hybrid cars developed after 2012 must get a minimum of 

35 miles per gallon, and that developed countries work to raise this minimum to 40 

miles per gallon by 2025 in an effort to reduce the amount of greenhouse gas 

emissions;  

4. Encourages developed nations to set aside resources to aid in the research and 

development of alternative fuel sources, and to further support the efforts to build and 

maintain infrastructure for alternative energy sources;  

5. Further encourages all nations to seek alternative energy sources and to take 

immediate action in educating citizens on the need for a global understanding and 

cooperation of energy consumption.
