Topic:  Refugees 

Sponsor:  Albania    

The General Assembly  

Alarmed by widespread violence that has been occurring in many parts of the world and in 

particular in such places as Serbia and Iraq,    

Noting with deep concern the forced displacement of over 750,000 Albanians from Serbia and 

parts of Kosovo to overcrowded and dangerous refugee camps,  

Having considered that nearly 2 million Iraqis have fled their country seeking refuge in the 

countries of Egypt, Jordan, Lebanon, Syria, and Turkey,    

Deeply concerned that the displacement of peoples from their home lands in Iraq is now the 

fastest-growing refugee crisis in the world compared to the Darfur crisis which has already 

displaced 2.2 million people and led to more that 400,000 deaths,  

Fully aware that countries taking in refugees are often fragile democratic governments which are 

being overwhelmed by an influx of refugees seeking refuge in their urban areas resulting in a 

financial strain to provide necessary housing,  

Observing that to date many nations have responded with aid to this global crisis in an effort to 

help burdened nations with maintaining costs of refugees,      

1. Condemns all acts of brutality against humanity;  
2. Commends the North Atlantic Treaty Organization and United Nations Security 

Council for efforts in procuring peace in regions afflicted by war;   

3. Urges the General Assembly to continue and increase its financial support to countries 

housing refugees for a period of at least 3 years;  

4. Calls upon the Group of Eight (G8)* to invest in and help build infrastructure in 

refugee camps including roads, schools, and plants for the production and distribution 

of clean water;   

5. Requests that an oversight (watchdog) committee be formed to insure the even 

distribution of funds to countries with need;  

6. Encourages neighboring nations to assist in providing humanitarian relief to the 

countries with refugee problems;  

 



7. Recommends the United Nations Relief Agency (UNHCR) to continue its monitoring 

of refugee camps and reporting of the status of the refugee situation in affected 

countries.    

 

*Note: The Group of Eight (G8) is an international forum for the governments of Canada, 

France, Germany, Italy, Japan, Russia, the United Kingdom and the United States.
