Topic: Refugees

Sponsor: Argentina

Calling attention to villages that have been razed, women and girls that have been raped and
branded, men and boys who have been tortured and murdered, and food and water supplies that
have been targeted and destroyed,

Concerned that many refugee families are headed up solely by women with no form of income,

Deeply disturbed that as many as 10,000 people have died monthly since the Dartfir conflict
began,

Realizing that the U.N. says that the situation in Darfur is becoming the worst crisis that Sudan
has faced since 1988,

Fully alarmed that the international response to the refugee crisis has been slow and ineffective,

1) Strongly condemns any country that exports weapons to Sudan;

2) Encourages pledges of money to the countries who willingly take in refugees from
Sudan and the Darfur region;

3) Calls upon the Security Council to be prepared to deploy a coalition (soldiers from
member countries) UN security force to help and aid the victims of the Darfur crisis in
Sudan;

4) Further calls upon the Security Council to protect the refugee camps and schools in
Chad;

5) Urges the General Assembly to continue its efforts to assure the Sudanese people have
adequate water, food, and shelter supplies.
