To The General Assembly  

Realizing although a 36-year civil war has ended, approximately 250,000 people remain 

internally displaced in Guatemala, 

 

Recognizing that a majority of Guatemala’s internally displaced people never resettled 

and the problem is increasing due to unresolved land issues and government- sponsor 

evictions, 

 

Fully aware that Guatemala has experienced its worst crisis as a result of wide range of 

issues, including lack of economic and political opportunity for the majority of the 

population, military rule, and human right abuse,  

 

Taking into consideration that about 60% of the population in Guatemala is living below 

the poverty line, 

 

Deeply concerned malnutrition is causing the deaths of many children as a result, 

 

1. Recommends the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR) 

to establish a system for finding information about and help to search for displaced 

people; 

 

2.  Urges the government and a majority of the Guatemalan population to resolve 

the on-going land issue and create a plan to help relocate displaced people; 

 

3. Supports the establishment of an oversight (watchdog) committee to monitor 

conditions within the communities in Guatemala and reporting situations of human 

rights abuse; 

 

4. Recommends that neighboring countries offer assistance to the Guatemalan 

people and government as a way to keep them in their own country; 

 



 5. Encourages the World Food Program (WFP) to increase its assistance to feed 

the children of Guatemala.
