The General Assembly 

Deeply Concerned that over thirty-five million individuals in our world can be 

categorized as refugees and that women, children, and the elderly are most vulnerable and 

are easily forced into refugee situations, 

 

Bearing in mind that there are cases where people are forced into a refugee status 

because of their philosophy, religion, and/or ethnicity and are denied basic human rights 

and subjected to beatings, executions, and mental torture, 

 

Taking into Account that refugees have become a serious issue in all parts of the world 

and have emerged into political and public debate, 

 

1. Recommends that the United Nations Refugee Agency (UNHCR) enlarge its 

program as watch dog group to monitor human rights activities and assure that 

no person or persons are grouped or segregated according to religion, race, or 

other background information; 

 

2. Further recommends increasing aid in the political and economical 

reconstruction of countries who lost large amounts of people due to human 

rights violations; 

 

3. Declares accordingly the General Assembly form an ad hoc (for the purpose 

of) committee to research and study new and creative solutions to the refugee 

problem.
