The General Assembly  

Deeply concerned that over 12 million people were displaced in Africa alone, 

 

Taking into consideration that the Internal Displacement Monitoring Centre estimates some 

23.7 million people were internally displaced as of 2005, 

 

Deeply disturbed that in 16 countries, the U.N. did not provide aid or protection to IDPs at all 

according to the Internal Displacement Monitoring Centre, 

 

Fully alarmed that the Human Rights Watch stated that in the past 50 years states have largely 

regressed in their commitment to protect refugees with the wealthy industrialized states of 

Europe, North America, and Australia establishing hostile and restrictive policies, 

 

Noting with regret that governments have subjected refugees to arbitrary arrest, detention, 

denial of social and economic rights and closed borders, 

 

 

1. Requests the formation of a stand-by emergency team of protection experts; 

 

2. Expresses its hope to provide refugees with sufficient food, shelter, and health 

services so they can rebuild their lives; 

 

3. Urges willing churches to donate money and supplies to refugee camps around the 

world; 

 

4. Encourages the five most developed countries to provide fifty doctors annually to be 

sent to refugee camps to help maintain on-going refugee health; 

 

5. Calls upon less populated countries to accept refugees from other countries and assist 

getting them with adequate and proper living conditions.
