  Topic:  Refugees

The General Assembly  

Concerned that Great Britain and Northern Ireland are already spending 350 million dollars a year dealing with its 

refugee situation, 

 

Shocked that in Africa and Asia alone, 8 million people are displaced every year, 

 

Alarmed that millions of children are denied a birth certificate at birth and therefore stateless every month in war 

countries, 

 

Emphasizing the fact that emergency relief funds generally do not get to the people in need in most countries at 

war, 

 

Noting that with revised efforts, new and cost effective strategy can be developed, 

 

 

1. Implores the General Assembly to develop a plan to assist refugees to return home to new, more 

prosperous and safer lives; 

  

2. Encourages member nations’ airlines, trains, and shipping businesses to provide relief discounts for 

those wanting to return to their homelands by providing these businesses which comply with tax breaks; 

 

3. Calls upon home countries to guarantee security for those displaced and now returning home by 

providing security and training; 

 

4. Recommends the General Assembly assist countries in developing a corps of teachers, doctors, farmers, 

and scientists by compensating them for helping to provide shelters, food, training, and jobs for refugees;  

 

5. Further recommends approval of United Nations funding for refugees who remain in their homelands 

for five years after relocation to receive a reward or compensation. 

 

6.  Recommends that the General Assembly establish a reserve fund for refugees to be administered by the 

appropriate United Nations committee.
