Topic: Refugees 

 

Sponsor: The United States 

 

 

To The General Assembly 

 

Noting with deep concern that more than 140,000 refugees caused by the civil war in 

Somalia have fled to Kenya alone, 

 

Taking in to account that 23.7 million American dollars have been spent on refugees this 

year alone, 

 

Utterly appalled by the crisis in the Darfur region, which is forcing 230,000 refugees out 

of Sudan in to Chad, and approximately 100,000 Chadians out of Eastern Chad due to 

deteriorating security, 

 

Viewing with immense appreciation the seventeen nations that accept quota refugees, or 

nations that accept refugees from refugee camps,  

 

Note: these nations include Sweden, Australia, Benin Brazil, Burkina Faso, Canada, Chile, 

Denmark, Finland, Iceland, Ireland, Mexico, the Netherlands, New Zealand, Norway, 

Sweden, the United Kingdom, and the United States. 

 

Noting with tremendous regret that refugee aid groups in Congo have received only one 

sixth of the 682 million dollars that they requested from the United Nations High 

Commission on Refugees, 

 

Bearing in mind that, historically, had the Arab League signed the 1947 UN Resolution 

on the settlement of Palestine, there would be no Palestinian refugee as a result of that 

event, 

 

1. Condemns the Sudanese government for their actions in the Darfur region; 

  

2. Calls for the end of the Islamic Courts Union and political unification within 

the Transitive Federal Government of Somalia (TFGS); 

 



Note: The United Nations officially supports efforts by all Parties for a peaceful, 

political solution while doing what it can to provide humanitarian relief to the 

people in need. 

 

3. Calls upon the Republic of Sudan and the Republic of Chad to quickly solve 

their disagreements through cooperation and diplomacy; 

 

4. Recommends that the United Nations High Commission on Refugees receive 

immediate additional United Nations funding and that a percentage increase be 

built into future United Nations budgets; 

     

5. Further requests that the United Nations High Commission on Refugees 

provide 

monthly, detailed reports on “trouble spots,” or areas where there are high levels of  

refugees; 

 

6. Suggests that nations which take in large numbers of refugees be given budget 

cuts of  

up to .001% of their portion of the United Nations total budget; 

  

7. Recommends that any other refugee crises not specifically addressed in this 

resolution be resolved through cooperation and diplomatic efforts.
